Clarification of Internet and Repeater Gateway Linking Operating Procedures.

The Notice of Variation (NoV) issued for Internet Linking allows the Linking of Amateur Radio to the Internet.  A Repeater Gateway NoV allows the Linking of Amateur Radio to the Internet via a Repeater.

This facility should be used on an attended basis only.  There is no provision at present for unattended use of the Internet Linking facility.
